〈 Removing Dirt 〉
- Wipe off dirt with a damp cloth.
- For heavy dirt, wash with water, then wipe dry.
- After using cleaners for oily stains, wipe away all residue.
〈 Removing Debris from Hinges 〉
- If the product does not open / close smoothly, check for 

and remove any debris from the Hinges.

Mud, dirty water, cement, lime, and seawater are very 
damaging. Always keep the product clean.

For safe future use, clean the product thoroughly before storage. 
To prevent accidents or damage, store as follows:
●Store indoors, away from rain and direct sunlight.
●Store in a cool location.
●If the product is wet, dry it completely before storing.

Do not place objects on the product. 
Risk of deformation.
Do not leave the product outdoors.
Risk of deterioration or corrosion.

Do not store near chemicals, cement, or lime.

All Leg Braces lock securely.
Check that all Leg Braces lock securely. If they cannot be 
locked securely, do not use the product.

Loose or worn Anti-slip Caps.

Loose or missing rivets, screws, or pins.

Damaged, loose, deformed, worn, or severely 
corroded parts.

If the product is damaged, never attempt to repair it 
yourself.
Improper repairs can lead to product failure and serious 
accidents.

- As shown in the 
diagram, stand on 
the platform with 
feet slightly apart.

Never use planks on the platforms to create a scaffold.

- Are the Adjustable Leg or locking mechanism damaged, eformed, 
or rusted?

- Is there any debris (mud, cement, paint, etc.) on or in the Adjustable 
Leg or locking mechanism?

- Is there any debris lodged in the Hinges?

- Are the Hinges rusted?

- Are the Locking Brace deformed?
- Is the Lock Section damaged, deformed, or rusted?
- Are the Side Rails or Hinges deformed?

Move to a flat, stable surface.

If any issues are found, stop 
use and contact us.
